„A Book to Co-create” as an Example of Supporting Child Subjectivity
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The pictorial character of contemporary culture has initiated the postulate of the importance of educating the visual competences of a young man from his early age. A huge amount of visual stimulus goes into the child's environment. It mixes various aesthetic qualities: valuable artifacts and infantile patterns. Therefore, there is a growing need for research on functioning  of visual objects in the child's world. 

The aim of the article is to recognize educational values related to supporting the subjectivity of a child as a full-fledged recipient of art. The subject of the interpretation is an activity book for children "Typogryzmol" by Jan Bajtlik. Selected elements of its contents and forms are considered as existing visual data. The analysis  includes three fields: manufacturing and a book as an object as well as receptivity. Activity books might be an alternative to coloring books that sustain infantilized content and banal sentimental illustrations. They can introduce a young recipient into the world of design arts, familiarizing them with the variety of artistic language. Finally, they can inspire the child to actively receive them to become their co-author.
